USING BACKGROUND COLOR 
 
Due to the translucent nature of the DDM pigments, we have found that medium and darker toned background 
colors are necessary to produce the appropriate effect.  Pastels and off white backgrounds do not work with the 
DDM pigment set, therefore, Triarch will not provide samples of DDM finish in pastel or off white backgrounds.

• Niobium (purple hue) 
• Copper Oxide (green hue) 
• Bronze

FINISH OPTIONS 
 
• Alexandria – a smooth textural effect with mottled metal shimmers 
• Luxor – a heavily textured effect abraided by the sands of time 
• Cairo – a vertical, almost rubbed effect
